Cross out activities that have no relevance for your research project. If you are participating in activities that are examined, but not listed, write them in. Example: 
National outcome 1: Will be completely finished after the defence but you have just had the 50% seminar and are doing a literature course at the department; make number 2 bold
National outcome 2: Will be completely finished after the defence but you have had your 50% seminar, done the GCP course, been on a research visit and published some papers. The laboratory animal science course is not relevant for your research project; make number 3 bold
National outcome 4: You have done a special course and learnt a method that is specifically needed for your research project; write the course in column 2 under Activities; make number 4 bold
National outcome 10: Since you do not teach, you have not done any university level pedagogy course. However, you have written popular science review articles; make number 4 bold
