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Documentation of details of doctoral students’ funding
The form is to be filled in by the personnel administrator/study administrator or similar at the department where the doctoral student is admitted. (Double-click in the table to open an Excel window.)
The types of funding are stated in % and must always amount to 100% in total. Information about the various kinds of funding can be found at the end of the document.
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The form is to be sent to the administrator of doctoral education at the department for registration in Ladok. 

Funding must only refer to that part of a doctoral student’s activity that is doctoral education, but the total of the kinds of funding for a person in a particular subject must always be 100%. Funding must always be stated by everyone reporting an activity between 1% and 100%. When stating the degree of funding, an average for the term is to be calculated.
Note that details concerning teaching or duties at the department are not be included in the figures stated.
DTJ
Employment as a doctoral student (doctoral studentship) at a university or university college, regardless of who is financing the position.
HTJ
Other employment (than as a doctoral student) at the person’s own or another university or university college (including institutions of higher education abroad) that means that doctoral education can be pursued within the framework of that employment.
UBB
Doctoral grant
FTG
Externally employed doctoral student, i.e. a doctoral student who is employed at a company (and receives his or her salary from that company) and is pursuing doctoral education within the framework of that employment. By “company” is meant trade and industry, i.e. limited companies (including state-owned companies, banks and insurance companies), trading partnerships, limited partnerships and private firms. Employment at the university that is financed by a company is not stated here but under some other appropriate type of funding.
USL
Employment as a doctor of medicine with scope to pursue doctoral education within the scope of the person’s employment.
AUH
Employment outside the university (other than at a company or as a doctor) that means that doctoral education can be pursued within the scope of that employment. For example, employees of authorities, municipalities and county councils or trade union organisations. Gainfully employed teachers in compulsory or upper secondary education who are studying within the graduate schools for teachers also fall into this category.
STP
Scholarship/stipend (including scholarships from abroad, but an allowance from Sida is not a scholarship, see example 8.)
ÖVR
No funding or gainful employment without connection to doctoral education. Doctoral grants also fall into this category.

Examples
1: 
A doctoral student who is 70% active in doctoral education is to state 100% funding for his or her 70% activity. 
2: 
A person employed 100% as a doctoral student and who, in accordance with the applicable ordinance, teaches for example 20%, is thus 80% active in doctoral education but is to state the form of funding as 100% doctoral student (DTJ).
3: 
A doctoral student who has received a full doctoral grant for half the half-year period but reports 100% activity is to state study grant 50% and for example “other” 50%.
4: 
A doctoral student who has received 50% doctoral grant during the half-year and reported 0% activity is to state 100% doctoral grant.
5: 
A doctoral student who has received 80% doctoral grant and been employed 20% as an assistant (combined with doctoral grant) and reports 100% activity is to state 80% doctoral grant and HTJ 20%. This is provided that the doctoral student’s studies are pursued within his or her employment as assistant.
6: 
Where applicable, a doctoral student who has received 100% doctoral grant and been employed 20% as an assistant (combined with doctoral grant) and reports 100% activity is to state 100% doctoral grant. 
7: 
A doctoral student who commences his or her studies in the middle of the half-year and has 100% activity and 100% doctoral grant is to state 50% activity and 100% doctoral grant.
8: 
A foreign doctoral student within a Sida programme is generally employed at a foreign institution of higher education and also has a grant from Sida for increased living expenses called an allowance. Funding type HTJ is to be stated such a doctoral student.
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
